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This course is to lay the foundation for writing Korean language for

academic purposes, especially to write accurate sentences in reports and

descriptive writing.
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This course is to learn how to present and speak in university lectures. It
can also develop listening skills related to various situations.
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This course is to give introduction to contemporaw Korean society,

economy, industry, politics, and culture. Not only the current status of

economy and industry but the developmental and transformative aspects

of economy and industry in modern Korea will be surveyed in depth.

This course takes several different approaches to help students improve
their understanding of Korean history. First, we select and compare
common themes by era of Korean history to give students a clear
overview of the development and progress of Korean history.
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This course introduces the characteristics of Korea’s politics and economy
from an international and comparative perspective. It focuses on how
Korea’s politics and economy, while interacting with each other, have
developed since 1945, when the current political system was established.
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This course is to build basic knowledge of politics, economy, society,
culture, and history related to Korea. It is to have comprehensive
understanding of Korea by dealing with basic and current events in
Korea.
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This course aims to enhance students’ general understanding of Korean
culture by focusing on the factors and characteristics of the “Korean
Wave” phenomenon, including how it was formed and developed.
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This course focuses on the transformation process and characteristics of
Korean society today. It introduces students to the cultural characteristics
that have shaped modern Korean society. It is hoped that this will
enhance understanding of the culture and life of the Korean people.
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This course deals with theories, specific facts, and information on all
major areas of Asian geography, history, society, culture, politics, and
economics. It strives to provide students with a systematic and
comprehensive understanding of Asian civilization with a focus on East
Asia as the subject of regional research.
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
